We will read 

texts and view videos about how different art forms impact people in 

different ways. Children will also write an expository essay telling how 

different art forms have impacted people’s lives.

Discuss the Topic
Set aside time daily for your child to 

share with you what he or she is 

learning. Use these ideas to help 

build your child’s knowledge about 

the topic: 

• Talk about the ideas your child 

has added to the Knowledge 

Map each week.

• Ask about the texts your child is 

reading and what he or she has 

learned from them.

• Share with your child your own 

questions about the topic, and 

work together to find the 

answers.

Explore the Genre
The genre focus in this module is 

biography. Discuss with your child 

the characteristics of this genre. 

Ask your child to read to you each 

day and make time to read 

together.

• spark your child’s curiosity

• tie to the module topic

• present interesting ideas and 

points of view

• help readers connect to 

historical events

Use these ideas to help your child 

build a rich vocabulary. 

The Big Idea Reinforce the topic 

words classic, tribute, striking, and 

provoking in everyday 

conversations with your child.
