Play with sounds, letters, and words to help
develop skills that are important for reading:

* Show your child how to write different family
members’ names. Say the letters together.

¢ Point out words that rhyme and challenge
your child to think of another rhyming word.

e Say words with more than one syllable. Clap
and say each syllable with your child.

Practice reading and spelling these words that
children will see a lot in books they read:

am and at by
can go is man
my no to you

LET'S READ TOGETHER STORY WRITING

Make a special time and place to read with
your child every day. While you read:

e Ask questions such as, What is the problem?
How did the characters solve it? What lesson
did the characters learn?

¢ Point out words with the same meaning
(kind/nice, big/large, sad/unhappy) or
opposite meanings (hot/cold, big/small,
happy/sad).
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Support your child to write stories with
characters and a setting:

e Look at a photo. Have your child tell you
about it and write down what he or she
says. Ask: Who is in the picture? Where did we
take the pictures? When did this happen?

e Tell your child the story of his or her name
and stories from when you were a child.
Make sure to share a lot of details!
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
